  liar	
  and	
  not	
  a	
  good	
  man,	
  for	
  lying	
  is	
  not	
  the	
  practice	
  of	
  a	
  
good	
  man.	
  But	
  if	
  Jesus	
  taught	
  the	
  truth,	
  then	
  He	
  really	
  was	
  the	
  Son	
  of	
  God!

  [that	
  is,	
  an	
  even	
  more	
  sure	
  
line	
  of	
  evidence]	
  “whereunto	
  ye	
  do	
  well	
  that	
  ye	
  take	
  heed,	
  as	
  unto	
  a	
  light	
  that	
  shineth	
  in	
  
a	
   dark	
   place,	
   until	
   the	
   day	
   dawn,	
   and	
   the	
   day	
   star	
   arise	
   in	
   your	
   hearts.”
